The members of this international quartet share an insatiable appetite for sonic experimentation, boun-
dless energy and enthusiasm, and the disciplined intelligence of accomplished spontaneous composers.
Melodic, abstract, mysterious, beautiful, and confrontational, Kaze plays free jazz at its most creative and
powerful.
